How do I participate? 
 

 Get a registration form from the Circulation Desk and fill it out.  Return it to the 
Desk when completed. 

 Pick up a reading log from the Circulation Desk and add your name and start date 
to it. 

 If you would prefer to keep track of your books electronically, feel free to do so.  
Below are a few easy ways to keep track of the books you have read: 

o Set up a Ta-da list (http://tadalist.com).  For instructions, visit the 50 Book 
Challenge page on our website (www.bernardsvillelibrary.org) 

o Join Goodreads, a social networking tool that allows you to create lists of 
books to read, lists of books you have read, and books you are currently 
reading.  Share what you are reading with any friends who also have 
Goodreads accounts (www.goodreads.com).  

o Keep a list on your cell phone or computer. 

 Begin READING or LISTENING. 

 Don’t know what to read?  Check out bernardsvillereadersadvisory.blogspot.com 
or pick up bookmarks with reading suggestions at the Circulation Desk. 

 Read or listen some more.  Include magazines, graphic novels, how-to books, 
cookbooks and more. 

 Add each completed book to your log or e-list. 

 Check our blog regularly for reading suggestions, great reader’s sites to visit, and 
to comment on 50 Book Challenge posts. 

 Prefer something more traditional?  Fill out a review card and leave it at the 
Circulation Desk.  We will post your reviews on a board so that others can read 
them. 

 Repeat these steps until you’ve completed your log or your year. 

 We will email or call you to let you know about additional get-togethers 
throughout the year.
